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Pronunciation tips

All vowel sounds stay the same at all times. a:
ah; e: eh: i: ee; o: oh; u: ooh. They will always
sound the same in any positions of the word.

e |: sounds like a strong “h” in Enliglish, as in
Juan/ Jose.

e G: in front of “e” and “I"” sounds strong, like a
strong “h"” in English: General [he-neh-ralj; in
front of the other vowel sounds it has a soft
sound: Gato [Ga-toh]

e H:is always silent.

e C:in front of “e” and “I"” it sounds like an "S"”
in English: Cerveza [cer-veh-za]; in front of
the other vowel sounds it has a K sound:

Casa [ca-sah]
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
